The third mobility of Erasmus project 2024-1-IE01-KA210-SCH-000247200 took place in “Zef Lush Marku” High School, ARS Publika, North Macedonia from Mon 2nd March to Fri 8th March 2025. Teams from Ireland, Italy, Turkey, Romania and North Macedonia were all in attendance for the welcoming evening on Monday. The Irish team arrived late, due to travel.
