· All of the books and copies will be provided by the class teacher in September.

· Two special pencils will be given to your child – one for use at home and one for use in school. There is no need for you to buy any pencils for your child as we would like them to use those provided by the class teacher.

· We made a decision some time ago that the children could wear the school tracksuit in school each day. You do not need to buy the school uniform, however it is entirely up to you if you would like your child to wear it. When a P.E. day is decided on, the children will be asked to wear the tracksuit on that day. Runners with velcro are also encouraged.

Payment for anything will be via Aladdin, an e-payment option. A text will be sent to parents with a unique payment access link. Do not share this link as it is unique for your family only.

· We would also ask that when you are buying a schoolbag for your child that you make sure they can open and close it on their own, this is something that can cause huge upset in the classroom. Please make sure it is big enough to fit A4 size books into. 
Preparing your child for Schoolwork


Here are some ideas that you could be doing over the Summer with your child in order to get them ready for starting school:


· Good writing is all about muscle and motor control so it will help your child greatly if he/she spends some time colouring, drawing, painting, manipulating materials such as playdough, construction work, jigsaws, etc.

· Noting visual differences is essential to reading and this skill is practised and encouraged by the use of matching games, construction work, jigsaws, etc.

· Reading aloud to your child will cultivate an interest in, and love of reading. Bedtime stories are a great time to enjoy reading with your child.

· Nursery Rhymes are also very important as they help children to hear sounds and syllables and it introduces them to rhyming words. 

· Your child will be learning how to write lower case letters initially so it would be very helpful if you could stick up your child’s name somewhere around the house, maybe on the fridge or on their bedroom door, so that they can be familiar with how it looks. 

· Playing games with your child where they have to take turns is a great way for them to learn about turn-taking and sharing, something they can find tricky in the beginning.
